1.1 APPLICATION

1.1.1 Only theFMSCmay grant waivers to these regulations. Any breach of thesalatigns
will bereported tothe Stewards, and angase not provided for in the regulations will be
studied by theSteward, who alone have the power to make decisions.

1.1.2 The clerk of the course is charged with the applicatiothete regulations ash the rally
supplementary regulations before andighg the running of the rally. He must inform the
Steward of any important incidents that have occurred which require the application of
these regulations or theally supplementary regulations

1.1.3  Anything that is not expressiuthorizedby theseregulations is forbidden.

1.2 OFFICIAL LANGUAGE
For allIFMSCitallies, the official language must be English

1.3 INTERPRETATION
Should any dispute arise as to the interpretation of theseautaigpns, only theFMSChas the
authority to make a decision.

2.10 PROHIBITED SERVICE

The use or receipt by thader of any manufactured materials (solid or liquid, other than
drinking water supplied by therganizer$, spare parts, tools or equipment other thémse
carriedin the competingMotorcycleor the presence of team personnel as defined in these
regulations.
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2.11 RECONNAISSANCE
The presence on a special stage in any way whatsoever oM&® fpriority rider, FMSCI
SeededRider atany time or of any noipriority rider member intending to enter a rally after
the announcement of the itinerary.

2.12 REGROUP
A stop scheduled by therganizersunderParcfermé or holding park conditions having a time
control at the entrance and exit to enable the schedule to be followed an/oegroup the
Motorcycles still in the rally. The stopping time may vary froder to rider

2.13 ROAD SECTION
The parts of an itinerry which are not used for special stages

2.14 SECTION OF THE RALLY
Each part of the rally separated by-geoup.

2.15 SERVICE
Anywork on a competind/otorcycleexcept where limited in these regulations.

2.16 START OF THRALLY
Therally starts from the day of admistrative checks or reconnaissance (whichever is earlier).
The competition element of the rally starts at the first timentrl.

2.17 SUPER SPECIAL STAGE
Any variation from the running of special stage as described in these regulations and detailed
in the rally supplementary regulations and/ or a special stage designed for spectator viewing
with the possibility of having more timoneMotorcyclestarting atthe same time.

2.18 TIMECAP®
A card intended forentry of times recorded at the different control points scheduled on the
itinerary.

2.19 TECHNICAL ZONE
A zone separated hyvo-time controls for the purpose atarrying out technicathecks by the
Scrutinizers

2.20 MEDIA ZONE
A zone established prior to the time control at the entrance of service parks, remote services
and regroup parks.
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3. OFFICIALS AND DELEGATES

3.1 STEWAR®D
The panel ofSteward of the meeting(the Steward) shall always comprise three members.

Two of these members shall be appointed by FMSCI (including chairman). They shall be from

different clubs other than the club organizing the rally and &ewardmay be propose by

the club organizing the rigl for acceptance by FMS(tor NRC all theSteward will be
appointed bythe FMSCIl.There must be a permanent communication link between the
Steward and the clerk of the course. During the running of the rally at least one of the
Steward must be in thevicinity of the rally HQ.

3.2 FMSCDELEGATES
Theminimum of the following dlegates may be appointed by tikSCI

3.21 FMSCrTrechnical Delgate
TheFMSCTechnical Delegate will liaise with the clerk of the course and will be the chief
scrutineer responsible for all technical matters.

3.2.2 FMSCDbserver/s
The FMSCDbserver(s) will review all aspects of the rally and complete the appropriate
FMSCiteport form.

5. THE CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

The Rally Commission may recommend to FMSCI council for waiver of anyfolfaheng
requirements and Council may decidecordingly.

QUALIFICATION OF A RALLY

A candidate rally may qualify for the Championship only if it has lmeganizedthe year
preceding its inclusion in the Championshign the year of championship approved by the
FMSChlnd if the reports drawn up by the Delegates appointed by EMSChave been
satisfactory.

CANCELLATION OF A CHAMPIONSHIP RALLY
Any Championship rally which is cancelled will not be entaredhe Championship in
subsequentyears, except in a case of force majeureexgnizedy the FMSCI

REPORTS
For each rally, a report will be drawn up by BMSCDbserver and possibly by othEMSCI
officials, and reviewed by the relevaRMSCCommission.

Any Championship rglshown by théObserver reporto have failed either to comply with the

regulations or to attain an adequate standard against the points observed may not be

accepted in further years in the Championship.

CANDIDATRALLIES
Any rally which is a candite for FMSCIChampionkip must comply with theGeneral

Prescription applicable to FMSCI rally Championship and to the sporting regulations of the

championship conceed. In case of candidate ever®rganizemwould have to run a oneeg

rally of regular IIRC event, where criteria like safety, communication, organization etc. would
be looked at. If theDrganizersare known and have run an INRC event in past two years, the

criteria would be differenthan that of a newOrganizelas decided by the Rally Comtag.

5.1 CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

Only thosemotorcyclesdriven by a registere®iderare eligible to score points within the
general classification, taking into account their ralatposition and without taking into
account the classification of thmotorcyclesof the nonregisteredRides.

To be eligible for Championship points and awards, é&adr

Points can only be earned for events held after the date ofsteagion.

Attribution of reduced points
Should one of the rallies counting towards a Championship or Cuperablie to be run in
its entirety, the points shall be awarded on the basis of the established classification:

full points if more tha 50 % of the scheduled length of special stages(lito the second)
has been run

half points being awarded if betwee2b % and 50 % of the scheduled length of special
stages has been run.

No points will be awared if less than 2% of the scheduled letigy of special stages has
been run.

This is applicable to championship and bonus points.

5.3 NUMBER OF RESULTS FOR THE FINAL CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSIFICATION
The classification will be established taking into account the criteria required for each
Championkip. TheRiderhavingtotaled the highest number of points will béeclared the
relevant champon.
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6.1 RIDER
For drawing up the final classification of a Championship, tleefou deciding betweeRRidess
andRides who have scored exactly the same points total shall be:

6.1.1 According to the greater number of first places, then second places, then third places, etc.,
achieved in thdinal classification®n their respective championship, counting only those
rallies which have served to make up their points total,

6.1.2 According to the greater number of highest places achieved ifitiadclassification®n
their respective championship, counting only thaadlies in which each of thRides and
co-Rides wih the same points score has taken part, dlith place being worth more
than any number ofi2th places, onel2th place being worth more than any numbof
13th places, and so on.

6.1.3 In the event of a further tie, th&MSCitself will decide the winar and decide between
any other tyingRides on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks appropriate.

6.2 MANUFACTURER®R TEAMS8VHICHEVER IS APPLICABLE)
The rule for deciding betweeregisteredmanufacturersor registered teamavhich hae
scored exactly the same pus total shall be as follows:

6.2.1 According to the greater maber of highest places achievadthe number of rallies having
served to make up the points total for each manufactweteam taking into account only
the higtest place per rally for each manufactu@rteam

6.2.2 According to the number of 9th places, 10th places, etc., ong@Rite being worth more
than any number of 10th places and so on.

6.2.3 In the event of a further tie, th&MSCltself will decidethe winner and decide between
any other tying manufacturers on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks
approprite.

8 PROCEDURE CONCERNING THE CHOICE OF ITINERARY

8.1 RECPEQIF THE OFFICIAL ITINERARY AND SPORTING PROGRAM

8.1.1 Except in a case of forgaajeure, the clerk of the course must ensure that titieerary is
respected.

8.1.2 No objections made immediately, before or during the running of the rally wilakert in
to consideration unless approved by the FMSCI sddetggate

8.1.3 After the start of the competitive element of the rally, the relay of information between
competitors concerning the condition of special stages is forbidden. Any tressgr will
be reported to theSteward.

9.1 RALLYDURATION
The duration of a rally may vary in the different championships. The appropriate duration is
detailed in the variations and additional provisions for the championship coeder
- There shall be no single special stage minimum aximum distanceHowever there
must ideally be no more thabs 50 km of special stages between visits to service parks
or remote service zones.
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9.2 SPEED RESTRICTIONS ON ROAD SECTIONS i
Theaverage speed on road sections will be left to th&l B | Y diskcrétibidE@ must always
comply with the laws of the country of the rally. This speed must be specified in the road book.

9.3 GENERAL
The suitability of the special stages to be usedaimally is the sole responsibility of the
Organizerof the event who should avoid roads which may not comply with EMSCI
regulations and / or recommendations. Safety is of paramount importance whectsel
stages. The selection of the rally route skibavoid roads which may include high spectator
traffic density

9.4 PROGRAMME FOR THE RALLIES
Other than respecting the following criteriarganizersare encouraged to evolve their own
rally charateristics and may devise their own rafiyogram/itinerary.
9.4.1 The timetable of a rally shall be in the following order:
- Reconnaissance
- Administration (may also take place prior to the start of reconnaissance)
- Scrutineering
- Shakedown (if any)
- Ceremonial Start
- Rally
- Podium Ceemony
9.4.2 Rallies may competitively run over 2 or 3 days, including section starts arstaishes.
9.4.3 Rallies must finish on a Saturday or, preferably, a Sunday.

10. GENERAL

10.1 FMSCETANDARDISED DOMENTS
The format of the following documents as in Appendix Il must be followed:
- Supplementary regulationgElectronic & Printed format)
- Bulletins (Electronic & Printed format)

- Media safety book (electronic and printed format)

Documents which are published electronically shall not be amended once published on
Organizersweb site unless amendments are highlighted. Anyuoents which require
approval from FMSCI shall not be amended without approval of FMSCI.
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10.2 ROAD BOOK
All the riders will receivea road book containing a detailed description of the compulsory
itinerary. This itinerary and the road direction diagram miostfollowed. Any devation will
be reported to theSteward.

10.3 TIMECard

10.3.1. Eachrideris responsible for

- Submitting the timecardat controls and its accuracy.

Therefore it is upon theder to submit its timecardto the marshals at the control time,
and to check that time is correctly entered.

10.3.2. The appropriate marshal is the only person allowed to make entries oncamtk except

10.3.3 In case of absencd a stamp/stcker or signature from any control, ttesence of time
entry at any control, or the failure to hand in the tinoard at each contral the rider
concernedwill be removed from classification. This information willgrenounced by
the Clerk oftourse at the end of section.

10.3.4 Any divergence between théimes entered on theNJA R tBrieXaidand those entered
on the official documents of the rally will form subject of enquiry by the clerk of course.

10.4 CHAMPIONSIP LOGO
The title and logo of the event and the official logo attributed by HREISCIlto the
Championship concerned must appear the top of any official documents. The event logo
should be positioned tthe left side and th&-MSCChampionship logo taght side.

11. INSURANCE COVER

11.1 DESCRIPTION OF INSURANCE COVER
The supplementary regulations must give details concerning insurance cover taken out by the
OrganizersThe certificate shall name the competitors, the FMSCI andffi@als of the rally
(Description of the risks and sums covered).

11.2 PUBLIC LIABIY COVER

11.2.1 The insurance premium which must be included in the entry fee must guarantee adequate
cover for civil liability towards third parties (public liatyi)i

11.2.2 Public Liability cover shall be in addition to and without prejudice to any personal
insurance policy held by a competitor or any other person or legal entity taking part in the
rally.

11.2.3 The insurance cover must at least be in effecting the shakdown stage and therfor
riders running within the itinerary of the rallyfrom the start ofLegl till the end of the
rally or at the moment of permanent retirement alisqualification Motorcycles having
retired and restarted the nextLegshall not be considered to have permanently retired.

11.2.4 In case if any event is running a shakedown or free practice, the insurancensosebe
in effect during shakedown or free practice.
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11.3 EXCLUSION OF COVER
The service vehicles ardotorcycles used for reconnaissance, even those bearing special
plates issued by th®rganizersare not covered by the insurance policy of the rally.

13. COMPETITION NUMBERS AND ADVERTISING

13.1 GENERAL
13.1.1 TheOrganizewill provide eachiiderwith the number identification, which must be affixed
to their Motorcyclein the statedpositionsprior to pre-eventscrutinizing
13.1.2 Any advertising within this identification is obligatoapd may not be refused by the
competitors/entrants.No modification is allowed to these panels.

13.2 FRONT PLATE
One plate fitting into a rectangld0 cm wide by ® cm high which shall include at least the
competition nunber and full name of the rally.

13.3 RESTRICTIONS ON ADVERTISING
13.3.1 Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to tMatorcycles, provided that:
- It isauthorizedby the national laws of Indiand theFMSCiegulations.
It is not likely to give offence.
It is not political or religious in nature.
It respects the regulations on competition numbers.

13.3.2 The name of the automobile manufacer may not be associated with the name of the
rally (unless specific permission is taken from the FM8CHppear in theh NA I y A T S NI
compulsory advertising spaces.

13.3.3 The text of any obligatoryorganizer advertising must be clearly indicated in the
supplementary regulations, or in an official bulletin before theseof entries for the rally.

13.4.4 The organizersoptional advertising must be clearly indicated in the supplementary
regulation. If the optional advertising is published in a bulletind should there be conflict
with the competitors advertising, the competitanay refuse such optional advertising
without paying any extra fee.

14. RIDER NAME.
The first initials of the rider must be affixed on both sides of the petrol tank in white

15. BEHAVIOR

15.1 GENERAL RULES

15.1.1 Rides must always behave in a sporting manner.

15.1.2 WhenMotorcycles are subject tdParcferme rules (Art 42.1), they may onlg Imoved by
riders and officialsat al other times anyone may pushMotorcycleby hand. Other than
under its own power and by hand, any other manner of moviMpgorcycleis prohibited.

15.1.3 Exhibition riding may only be performed when permitted by theupplementary
regulations of theally.

15.1.4 Rides must always drivenithe direction of the special stage (except sotelgffect a turn
round) under pain otlisqualificationpronounced by the clerk of the course.

15.1.5 On the road section that is public road, a competitdotorcyclemay only be driveron
two freely rotating wheels and tyres. Any infringement will be reported to $teward
who may impose a penalty.

15.2 DURING RECONNAISSANCE

15.2.1 It is.emphasizedthat reconnaissance is not practice. All the road tralfizs of the
country inwhich the rally runs must be strictly adhered to and the safety and rights of
other road users must be respected.

15.2.2 Speeding during reconnaissance will incur a finpliad by the clerk of the course as
follows

15.2.3 Other traffic infringementsduring reconnaissance will incarpenalty applied bythe
clerk of course according to articl®.4.

15.2.4 The amount of fine wlilbe unaltered by any fine imposed by Police.

15.2.5 Fine will be doubled in case of second offense committed during reconnaissance of the
same rally.

15.3 EXCES@E SPEED DURING RALLY
15.3.1 Speeding duringally will incur a fine applied by the clerk of the couesefollows

15.3.2 The amount of fine will benaltered by any fine imposed by Police

15.4 TRAFFIC LAWS
15.4.1 Throughout the rallythe rider must have valid driving license anmuust observethe
Nationaltraffic laws. Infringementsvill be referred to the Clerk of Course
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15.4.2 In the case of an infringement of thaffic lawscommitted by arider participating in the
rally, the police officers oopfficials having noted the infringement must inform the
offender thereof, in the same way as for normal road users.

15.4.3 Should tle police decide against stopping tRederin the wrong, they may nevertheless
request the application of any penalties smit in the supplementary regulations of the
rally, subject to the following:

- that the notification of the infringement is made thugh official channels and in writing,
before the posting of the provisional final classification

- that the statements aredficiently detailed for the identity of the offendinBiderto be
established beyond all doubt, and that the place and time of tfienze are precise

- Thatthe facts are not open to various interpretations.

15.4.4 for first infringement other than speedg: a penalty may be applied by titeward.

15.4.5 for the second traffic infringement: a 5 minute time penadtlythe discretionof Steward.

15.4.6 for the third traffic infringementdisqualificationapplied only by the&Steward.

16. ENRY PROCEDURE
